Completion of at least fifteen (15) credits of course work at an
accredited post-secondary institution(s);

Adherences to all applicable college policies and procedures;

Payment of all appropriate college fees including a special
residency fee;

Transcripts of external degree graduates will bear the following
special notation in place of letter grades, quality points, and
cumulative average: “Earned External Degree through the
Servicemember’s Opportunity Program”;

The college reserves the right to terminate or revise a contract
with a student who requests a change of curriculum or who
leaves active duty during a contract period.
