Catalog description:  
 
This course will focus on the laws, rules and regulations that specifically influence funeral service 
practice in New Jersey.  This includes Mortuary Science Act (NJSA 45:7) and Administrative Code of the 
NJ State Board of Mortuary Science (NJAC 13:36-1), Vital Statistics rules (NJSA 26:6-8 and NJAC 8:9) 
and Uniform Enforcement Act (NJSA 45:1).   
Topics include general licensure and intern requirements, rules for operation of a funeral home, basic 
embalming procedures, general and special rules of practice, advertising and continuing education. 
 
Students with interest in Pennsylvania and Delaware will compare and contrast the practices of both 
states.

 2.1.9 Explain management skills associated with operating a funeral establishment. 
 2.1.10 Demonstrate verbal and written communication skills and research skills needed for 

funeral service practice.
