The CI will be interacting with the student/learner and
working with the student/learner to set up observations as needed. The student/learner needs to initiate interaction with patients, seek
out the components of departmental organization, and documentation style. During this week the student/learner is expected to
develop goals for the clinical affiliation, discuss and negotiate the goals with the CI, and determine a plan for implementation during
the clinical affiliation.
