LPN-RN Advanced Placement Option

The LPN-RN advanced placement option offers licensed practical nurses (LPNSs) the opportunity
to gain experiential credit for their LPN license and receive credit for Fundamental Concepts of
Nursing (NRS 110). Applicants must possess a high school diploma (or equivalent), have
graduated from an accredited LPN school , possess a valid New Jersey LPN license and
complete all the prerequisite course requirements for the nursing curriculum.

Admission to the professional phase of the program requires a minimum GPA of 2.5 and a
passing score on the HESI Admission Assessment Exam. Six credits are given for Fundamental
Concepts of Nursing (NRS 110). The student is then able to enroll in Alterations in Health |
(NRS 120), Alterations in Health Il (NRS 121), or Concepts of Mental Health Nursing (NRS
122). Students must earn a minimum grade of C in all nursing, science, and mathematics courses
to graduate.
